MUSTANGS REFEREES - LEVIES DISCOUNT

To encourage people to support our refereeing program and allow us to enter all
teams into BNSW Competitions, Maitland Basketball is offering a special bonus to
players and their family members who referee. If a player or one of their family
members referees in the 2020 representative season, the player will receive a
33% discount on their 2020 Mustangs player levies.

To be eligible for the 33% discount, the referee is required to:

- Attend either of the action days

- Meet BNSW requirements to officiate in 2020 Waratah Junior Leagues
- Referee a minimum of 6 games throughout the regular season

As well as receiving a levies discount, the referee will also receive payment for
game refereeing. We can also arrange assistance with transport by way of car-
pooling with teams at the same venue if required by the referee.
